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JOSE HOUSE – Pollnaclogha, Barna, Co. Galway

Internal attic conversion with new feature 
extension in area of landscape sensitivity 
between Barna and Moycullen. 

Hi energy and water efficiency spec to 
reduce existing bills with a larger footprint.

Planners embracing our proposal for 
increase of floor space, permission under 
consideration. 
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SPRINGHILL AVENUE – Blackrock, Dublin 7

Contemporary styling make this proposed roof extension more low-key than 
neighbouring attempts at converting roof space on this suburban ‘A Frame’
estate. Currently under consideration with the local planning authority, this 
subtle off-set hides significant floor space increase – 2 x new bedrooms, a 

bathroom and a home office.  
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BUSHYPARK LAWNS – Bushypark, Galway

New 40m2 extension providing new 
living space, master bedroom, and 
ensuite provided in very small rear 
garden.. Design optimises sunlight 

and vistas – negotiated carefully as 
exempted development and not 

requiring planning permission.

SPRING COTTAGE – Mincloon, Galway

Renovation of dilapidated farm cottage. 
Client preference to retain existing building 

and footprint where possible. Client also 
enthusiastic for high level of self sufficiency 
for energy, water supply and treatment, and 

food production.

Includes copper roofed barrel vault living 
quarters to rear of site where originally farm 

buildings stood.

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LISKILLEEN HOUSE – Ballinrobe,Co. Mayo

Modest contemporary extension to 
historic protected building. Simple palette 

of smooth white plaster, zinc zip-seam 
roofing, and high performance windows 
and doors deliver an understatement in 

this farmyard.  

Achieves new sunroom, and boiler room 
for new sustainable wood-pellet boiler
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WEERAKOON COTTAGE – Gortaghokera, Moycullen, Co. Gal way

Renovation of abandoned and dilapidated 
cottage near Lough Corrib, Connemara.  

Previous permission expired.

Planners embraced our proposal for 
significant contemporary extensions and high
eco-spec for insulationa nd water heating and 
reuse.Permission granted on first application. 
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UPPER JANEMOUNT – Sundays Well, Cork

Large domestic extension successfully 
granted permission to rear of modest 

urban terrace. Provides additional 
bedrooms and kitchen dining with 

connection to garden space. 

Design conscious of achieving natural 
light and aspect, as well as protecting 

neighbours natural light. Simple palette of 
smooth white plaster, zip seam zinc 

roofing, timber frame windows and subtle 
volumes and forms help integrate this 

extension into its garden-scape. 
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BREHONY TERRACE – Mervue, Galway

Remodelling and generous extension to 
compact mid-century terrace next to Galway 
City.

Achieving significant increase in floor space 
for modern family living, planning permission 
granted on first application. Notable issues 
were shadow studies and sunlight to 
neighbours.

High eco-spec to be applied throughout the 
existing house and proposed extension. 
Under construction.
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
